APRIL 7, 2026

The Regular Meeting of the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Runnemede was held on the above date. The
meeting was called to order at 7:01 PM. The following members were present at roll call: Mayor Kappatos;
Council members: Passio, Kelly, Farrell, Cepero, Murray & White. Absent: None. Borough Solicitor, Daniel Long;
Borough Engineer, Mark Basehore & CFO, Shelley Streahle.

STATEMENT: Mayor Kappatos read the notice of this meeting pursuant to the "Open Public Meetings Act."

APPROVAL OF MINUTES: A motion was made by Kelly, seconded by Passio, that the minutes of the 1/27/26,
2/3/26 & 2/24/26 meetings be approved as submitted by the Deputy Clerk. The motion carried and Mayor
Kappatos declared the minutes approved.

PROCLAMATIONS: Mayor Kappatos read the following proclamations:

FIRST READING:
Mayor Kappatos gave a brief explanation of the need to amend the trash ordinance. There was a brief discussion.

ORDINANCE 26-09: AMENDING CHAPTER 316 OF THE CODE OF THE BOROUGH OF RUNNEMEDE, ENTITLED
“SOLID WASTE,” SPECIFICALLY § 316-3, TO REGULATE THE DISPOSAL OF MEDICAL
WASTE AND RADIOACTIVE MATERIALS AND TO UPDATE COLLECTION REQUIREMENTS

A motion was made by White, seconded by Farrell, to adopt on first reading and advertise according to law with
a public hearing to be held on the 5 day of May, 2026, at a meeting beginning at 7:00 PM. The motion carried
and Mayor Kappatos requested a roll call vote with the following results: Ayes: Passio, Kelly, Farrell, Cepero,
Murray & White. Nays: None. Abstentions: None. Absent: None. Mayor Kappatos declared the ordinance
adopted.

RESOLUTION 26-63: Resolution Confirming 2026 Appointments

A motion was made by Kelly, seconded by Passio, to adopt the resolution. The motion carried and Mayor

White. Nays: None. Abstentions: None. Absent: None. Mayor Kappatos declared the resolution adopted.

COMMITTEE REPORTS:

FINANCE & ADMINISTRATION: Councilman Murray provided updates on the Finance and Administration
Departments, including the following: the Financial Disclosure Statement due date, the shared services
agreement for a QPA with Barrington, storm statistics, and the 1% quarter cannabis tax.

PUBLIC SAFETY: Councilwoman Kelly gave various statistics for each department, including awards and grants.

PUBLIC EVENTS: Council President Passio reviewed the upcoming events scheduled for April and May. Mayor
Kappatos mentioned the need for an agenda for the Youth Mayor and Council meeting.

ENGINEERING: Councilman Farrell said he would rely on his Caucus report.

PUBLIC WORKS & CONSTRUCTION: Councilman White said he would rely on his Caucus report and that the
Construction Department was doing well.

PARKS & RECREATION: Councilman Cepero said he would rely on his Caucus report and mentioned the RYAA
Opening Day parade and softball.

SOLICITOR’S REPORT: Mr. Long said his discussion would be held in Executive session.
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ENGINEER’S REPORT: Mr. Basehore said he would rely on his Caucus report. Mayor Kappatos mentioned the Jrd
half of the application for Johnson Avenue is due. There was a discussion of funds and the processes for phases
1 and 2. Ms. Streahle gave a brief explanation of the process and the funding that is required for the projects.

PAYMENT OF BILLS: A motion was made by Passio, seconded by Cepero, that the list of bills as submitted by the
treasurer be approved for payment along with the monthly contractual bills when they become due. The motion
carried and Mayor Kappatos requested a roll call vote with the following results: Ayes: Passio, Kelly, Farrell,
Cepero, Murray & White. Nays: None. Abstentions: None. Absent: None. Mayor Kappatos declared the bill list
approved.

GOOD AND WELFARE

Laura Aceto & Lorraine Costello, Runnemede: Ms. Costello spoke about the issue with her neighbors' yard not
being kept up. Animals are getting into the trash, and it is ending up on their lawn. Mayor Kappatos gave a brief
explanation about the issue and what the code is per our town. Mayor Kappatos also mentioned that any future
issues should be submitted through the portal so the Code Enforcer can address them.

Maria Panzarella, Runnemede: Ms. Panzarella announced that the final planning meeting for the Centennial will
be held at the Senior Center to finalize the details.

Dawn Mutchler, Runnemede: Ms. Mutchler handed out flyers on the TNR program. She said there was concern
regarding cat nuisance complaints. Mayor Kappatos asked why she was presenting the information and whether
there was a situation he wasn’t aware of. Ms. Mutchler stated that she disagrees with how complaints are
handled. Mayor Kappatos questioned whether there is a need for more money for the TNR program. Mr. Long
said he agrees with the TNR program, but there are rules in place that need to be followed. Ms. Mutchler stated
[the Borough] might as well do away with [the TNR program] because eventually people won't want to trap in
the town because of what could happen. Mayor Kappatos asked what could happen and when Runnemede had
ever removed cats. Ms. Mutchler said it hasn’t happened.

Sara Sharp, Mt. Ephraim: Ms. Sharp is part of the Community Cat Club and assists with the TNR program. She
said she is concerned about cats being removed and what that will mean for the future, and wants the Ordinance
changed regarding complaints. Mayor Kappatos suggested a meeting with the borough’s Humane Officer to help
resolve the issue.

Kevin Lancaster, Runnemede: Mr. Lancaster spoke about the TNR program being great.

Amy Ball, Runnemede: Ms. Ball mentioned that Dawn helped her with the TNR program and stray cats.

Carol Porch, Unknown: Ms. Porch spoke about Dawn helping her with the stray cats in her yard and said she
would like to keep the TNR program.

Susan, Unknown: Susan wanted to mention that she had feral cats and that the TNR program works great.

Seeing no one else wishing to speak, a motion was made by Farrell, seconded by White, to close the good and
welfare portion of the meeting. The motion carried and Mayor Kappatos declared that portion of the meeting
closed.

Mayor Kappatos stated that the Council would go into a closed session and that no action would be taken
upon return to public session.
