2023	Summary	Report	of	Internal	Affairs	Complaints


In	accordance	with	Requirement	10	of	the	NJ	Attorney	General’s	Internal	Affairs	Guideline,	the	
Runnemede	Police	Department	is	releasing	to	the	public	a	report	that	summarizes	the	allegations	
received	and	the	investigations	concluded	for	2023.	The	report	will	also	provide	a	brief	synopsis	of	all	
complaints	where	a	fine	or	suspension	of	10	days	or	more	was	assessed	to	an	officer.


There	were	(6)	total	complaints	received	in	2023.	(1)	complaint	by	the	public	and	(5)	generated	
internally.

1. Exonerated:	The	alleged	incident	did	not	occur,	but	the	actions	of	the	officer	were	
justified,	legal	and	proper.
